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In September, Richard Davies visited India and Nepal with a
team from Emmanuel Church in Durham, which is part of the
Newfrontiers family of churches of which we are a
part. The following is an extract from Richard’s
report on this trip.
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Firstly, let me begin with a big thank you for the constant
prayer we received while | was away, we could not have
managed without it

This was my ninth visit to India, an adventure which began
back in October 2000. It has been an awesome privilege to
visit this amazing country so many times, witnessing God’s
amazing power at work. This year our visit was extended
by an extra five days as Alan and | would continue on to
Kathmandu in Nepal.

During our time at the Bible College in Udaipur,
we had the privilege of seeing twenty one people
baptised in the Holy Spirit, a larger number of
students speaking in tongues for the first time
and a number of healings.

In Kathmandu, at the end of the last meeting a &
young girl aged 12 called Anamika gave her life to
Jesus. She was in amongst a number of others
who were wanting to recommit their lives to Jesus. | asked the pastor if
anyone was coming forward for the first time. He asked the people who
were responding and this young girl came forward. This was the icing on
the cake.

On Sunday 20™ September we visited the remote village of Parvina. This
village is way up in the mountains and
after dark is the hunting ground of big
cats. At the end of the morning service
a number of people were baptised in
the Holy Spirit and healed. In
particular one little three year old girl
who had no strength in her legs and
had never been able to support her

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own weight. Her father had carried her 15 kilometres from the nearby

village of Kotra. As we were praying for her, Jesus very gently
strengthened her legs and she was able to stand for the
first time.

On our last night at the Bible College in Udaipur, in
Rajasthan we had a testimony time. One young student
gave his story. “At the start of your visit | received prayer
for eye strain, (his left eye had a severe turn in it) severe
headaches and for chest pains which | had endured for
many months and a dark stain beneath the skin in my
chest. These conditions were also in my family as a result
of a curse being
first put on my
grandfather who
died without the curse being
broken as did my elder brother.
But today | can testify that my
eyes are better, the headache is
gone my chest is free from pain
and the dark stain is getting
fainter. Praise God.”

During our visit we experienced

miracles of transport too. On our outward journey we arrived in New
Delhi, only to discover that Jet Airways were on strike. All their aircraft
were grounded due to the pilots walking out in protest, we decided to
trust God with this. So the following day, we went to the airport for our
internal flight, courtesy of Jet Airways, who were still on strike. After a
short wait and a few conversations at the information desk an
announcement was made, “Jet Airways have one pilot, one cabin crew
and one plane all going to Udaipur.” This was great, we arrived just forty
five minutes behind schedule.
